After living and church planting in North 
Asia for over 10 years, this family’s work 
there is in jeopardy. They may have to 
change direction. 

After returning to their home in North  
Asia from a six-month furlough in the  
US in January 2011, their residency  
was annulled and they had to leave the 
country within 15 days. 

When they knew they would have to leave, 
they wrote: “With having to leave the coun-
try so quickly, we obviously have had no 
time to make any arrangements towards 
our homecoming. Please remember us in 
these things to our Father, that he would 
work these details out.” 

Many of you know what happened, that a week after they  
arrived back in the US in March, Sue’s dad experienced  
congestive heart failure in Waxhaw and was in the hospital  
in critical condition for many weeks. Because they were in the 
US, Steve and Sue were able to come alongside the rest of 
the family in North Carolina. When her dad miraculously  
recovered and was released from the  hospital, Steve and 
Sue were in a rented apartment at JAARS and were able to 
continue lending a hand through July. 

What does the future hold for them? 
They will return to North Asia in September 2011. They 
write: “We still don’t know if we have any future there and 
are waiting until we go back to see if there is any law 
change that would enable us to have a permanent, stable 
presence there. If not, we will need to sell our home and be-
longings and see where the Lord leads from there.” 

In the meantime, as they commit the future of their ministry 
to the Lord, they continue in e-mail contact with those in 
their small church in North Asia. Please pray that the Lord 
of the Harvest will use them to further His kingdom there.  

Please pray for these folks as they face uncertain days.

¬  The government to loosen up 
the visa laws so foreign workers 
can maintain a permanent pres-
ence there.
